			In this update: C-19 and flu vac to start on 3rd October; Pharmacy First myth busting; Advice issued on mpox virus; Feed into our next Committee meeting; MHRA notices.
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			The main flu and COVID-19 vaccination programmes will both start on Thursday 3rd October 2024, NHS England has confirmed.

In a letter to community pharmacy owners, NHS England outlines key details for the autumn/winter vaccination programmes, including eligibility criteria, full campaign timings, and national booking dates. It also emphasises that payments to providers will only be made for vaccinations administered within the authorised dates.

Pharmacy teams will want to inform their patients about the late start to the programme and the reasons behind this change. To assist with this communication, a new poster and leaflet are available for use in pharmacies.
